Postcards from the Past: The 13 Colonies and the American Revolution
Due Friday October 19, 2012
Task: You are responsible for making a large postcard that depicts and analyzes a specific aspect of the growth of the 13 colonies and the American Revolution.  You will select a topic from the list, in class.  No two people in the same class will have the same project. You must choose a Person/Place or Event from the list handed out in class—have a few in mind in case your first choice is taken. 

Use a half piece of posterboard/oaktag to create your postcard.

On the Front:


*Decorate the entire front, depicting the topic you chose.



~You can make a collage, divide it into sections, or make a big scene




Cover as much as possible, I do not want to see a lot of poster!!!



~You can use pictures from the internet, magazines, or draw yourself



~The only words you can use is the Topic Title.  For example if your

    project is on George Washington, then that is the only lettering allowed.


*Neatness counts!!

On the Back:


*Divide the back in half vertically.


*On the left side (where the letter would be on a postcard):
 ~Attach a typed 5 paragraph research essay about your topic.


P1--Intro P with a thesis statement

P2, P3, P4--Body P about the topic


P5--Conclusion



**Each paragraph should have 6-8 sentences**

~The essay must answer the following question: How did my person/place/event help to promote the political, social or economic growth of the 13 colonies?

*On the right side (where the address would be on a postcard):

~Include a bibliography with using at least 5 sources (including 2 primary sources)

Make sure to list all sources used. If you copy from sources you will get no 



credit for the project.

Use a proper MLA style bibliography

Wikipedia and ask.com cannot be used as a source

Google, Bing, Yahoo, AOL, etc. are NOT sources

~In the upper right hand corner you must put a stamp, that you make, symbolizing the topic or time period.

~On the bottom right put your name and period.

Typing: 

Your essay must be typed ~ Font 12, Times New Roman 

You must figure out a creative and neat way to put the essay onto the posterboard.  The essay will be more than one page, keep that in mind.  I do not want to see fasteners or staples on the front!!!  If you don’t have a printer, you can email the essay to mschill2@schools.nyc.gov. However, you must put the project together yourself, so you must email me BEFORE October 19  if you want your project to be on time.  You will NOT be given time in class to put your project together.
